Falls are a threat to the health of older adults. Thankfully, there are some tips that you can follow 

to minimize your risk of falling and to keep you safe.  

1. Exercise regularly to build strength and improve balance and coordination. 

2. Take your time, donõt allow yourself to be rushed or distracted when moving about. 

3. Clear the way of all clutter that may cause you to stumble or trip. 

4. See an eye specialist once a year. Make sure you move around in well-lit areas, not the dark. 

5. Use non-slip mats and grab bars. Let someone know if you observe any spilled liquids. 

6. Always smooth out wrinkles and folds in carpeting. Use rugs with non-skid backing. 

7. Use handrails whenever walking on a stairway. 

8.   Wear sturdy, well- fitted, low-heeled shoes with non-slip soles.
